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Psa-V MONITORING

With the sap about to start flowing we will be seeing Psa-V symptoms showing. All Growers must be vigilant in
their tool hygiene as this can help reduce in-orchard spread of inoculum. During winter pruning you may see old
infection on previous years canes, it is a good idea to remove these now before sap flow starts, as this will
distribute it around the plants vascular system.

Frequent orchard monitoring will ensure that any infection is detected as early as possible. Early detection and
early intervention is the most effective method for controlling and minimising the impact of Psa-V on your orchard.
Psa will be found more predominantly on the males or low, cold, damp regions within your orchard, this will be via
leaf spot, exudate and cane death. Aongatete’s experience is that Chieftain Males will often show less suscepti-
bility to Psa compared to other male clones, as well as resulting in an improvement in fruit size and so it is
recommended to graft over any weak males to Chieftain in Hayward Orchards.

Aongatete’s experienced Psa Management Team will be gearing up for our first round of monitoring and removal
this season. Aongatete offers services in both Psa monitoring, with our knowledgeable team ready to help. If you
would like any of these services, please don't hesitate to get in touch with your Grower Services Rep or our
Technical Team.
